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What to Bring:
e One can of food per person for the stew (example: if a family of 2 adults and 3 children attend,
bring 5 cans of food to contribute to the stew)
Scouting for Food donations (canned goods to donate fo MUST Ministries)
Flashlight (adults only)
Chairs or blankets to sit on
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Suggested Food Cans for Stew:
Broth, crushed or diced tomatoes, corn, green beans, carrots, green peas, black-eyed peas, lima or
butter beans, black or white beans, potatoes, okra, etfc.

Do not bring cream-based canned foods (i.e., creamed corn, cream soups), canned meat or fish,
sauerkraut, etfc.
